FDB Mabler was founded out of a desire to create furniture that makes
room for people - a philosophy which has been shaped in oak and beech
and woven into seats since 1942. New generations of designers have joined
the team since then, but the fundamental mission remains the same: To
produce beautiful, functional pieces of furniture made to high standards

of craftsmanship that make room for everyday life in living rooms, kitchens
and children’s bedrooms. And which can withstand wear and tear, year

DESIGNER

The furniture architect Poul M. Volther (1923-2007 was one of
the leading lights in Danish design. In 1950, having completed his
training as a cabinetmaker, he took over the position as head of
FDB Mabler's design studio from the furniture architect Barge
Mogensen. Poul M. Volther quickly demonstrated his unique tal-
ent for developing high-quality furniture intended for mass pro-
duction. In keeping with the spirit of FDB Mabler, he was involved
in designing some of the most iconic pieces of furniture of the
time, which ended up furnishing many of the new and modern
homes being built during the advancement of the welfare state
in the decades following the Second World War. His simple and
functionalist idiom was rooted in good craftsmanship. Flexible
furniture designed for everyday living. Furniture which was not
designed for its looks, but for its comfort. One of his best-known
pieces is the J46 spoke-back chair from 1956, which was a
graceful new take on a modern kitchen chair. Today, the J46 is
the most-sold chair in Denmark, with around 850,000 sold in all.
Poul M. Volther was head of design at FDB Mgbler until 1955, after
which he continued to design furniture, including the iconic Coro-
na chair. He later became a lecturer at the Royal Danish Academy
of Fine Arts in Copenhagen.

The J48 chair is Poul Volther's classic dining chair from 1951,
which over the years has proved to be one of the most popular
chairs in the FDB Mabler range. With its solid oak design, and the
upholstered seat in either leather or textile, the J48 chair exudes
quality. The rounded, separate back supports, similar to those
on Poul Volther's Corona chair, provide a high degree of sitting
comfort and an extremely aesthetic and uniquely original look.

CARE INSTRUCTIONS

+ Use a slightly damp cloth for daily cleaning. Generally, it is not a good
idea to use cleaning agents - just clean water. If a cleaning agent is used
occasionally, it is important to dry the surface immediately afterwards
with a clean cloth

« Avoid scraping or scratching the surface when cleaning

« In the unlikely event of spillages, immediately wipe up the spillage with
an absorbent, colourfast cloth.

« Please note that ordinary light affects the wood, and therefore the
colour of the wood will naturally change slightly over time.

« Please note that the legs may leave marks on soft wooden floors Howev-
er, this can easily be prevented by putting felt pads under the legs.

FDB Mgbler is manufactured using only FSC-certified wood. FSC certification ensures that no more trees are felled than the forest can reproduce. At the same

time, the FSC label guarantees that forest animals and plants are protected, and that the forest workers receive training, safety equipment and a reasonable pay.
