Notera att pa
morka och blanka ytor kan repor synas
tydligare &n pa ljusa och matta ytor.

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Stoppmdbler Dammsug mébeln regel-
bundet. Flackar pa mébler ska behandlas
omgaende. Sug upp eventuell vatska med
hushallspapper eller motsvarande.

Fast kladsel textil Flackar pd mobler ska
man forst forsoka ta bort med en trasa eller
svamp som ar latt fuktad i jlummet vatten
—om mobeln inte ar kladd i linnetyg eller
linneband. Badda forsiktigt och undvik att
genomvata tyget. Om det inte hjélper kan
du ta kontakt med din terforsaljare for
radgivning. Sug upp eventuell vatska med
hushallspapper och kontakta din aterfor-
saljare for radgivning.

Sadelgjord Swedese anvander flera olika
typer av sadelgjord. Fér sadelgjord av bom-
ull och syntet, se rad om fast kladsel ovan.

Sadelgjord av linne Dammsug eller
borsta mobeln regelbundet. Mébler kladda
med linnetyg eller linneband ar kénsliga
for vatten och annan vatska — bestaende
flackar kan uppsta. Om du far flackar pa
linnegjord kan du kontakta din aterforsal-
jare for mer radgivning.

Filtstomme Formfilt, som bildar stommeni
exempelvis Glove, rengérs antingen gen-
om att man dammsuger ytan eller tvattar

den med en trasa som ar latt fuktad i en 16s-

ning av sépa och vatten. Sug upp éverfl6-
dig vatska med torr trasa efter behandling.

Lader Placera aldrig en ladermébel nér-
mare &n 30 cm frén ett varmeelement och
inte heller i direkt solljus. Dammsug ofta
med mjuk borste och rengér vid behov
utsatta ytor, som armstdd och nackstdd.
Flackar som ar vattenlosliga baddas latt
och sugs upp med hushéllspapper. Andra
flackar tas lampligast bort med speciellt
rengdringsmedel for lader. Ett par ganger
om aret bér mobeln impregneras med im-
pregneringsmedel — speciellt om du ren-
gjortladret. Impregneringsmedel finns att
kopa hos din aterforsaljare.

Farskinn Dammsug farskinnet en gang
per vecka. Flackar tas bort genom att man
forsiktigt baddar med en fuktig trasa.
Anvand ett milt flytande tvattmedel, t ex
ullschampo, om det ar nddvandigt. Badda
darefter ytan med rent jummet vatten.
Observera att farskinnet pa Lamino/Lami-
nett inte far genomvatas — da kan vattnet
|6sa limmet som faster farskinnet vid linne-
vaven och vaven kan fa flackar. En rengjord
fatolj ska torka i rumstemperatur och inte
anvandas under tiden.

Avtagbar klédsel |allavara avtagbara
kladslar finns tvattradsetiketter isydda.

Folj dessa och strack kladseln i vatt tillstand.
Var extra noga med sommarna.

Tramobler Allatramébler, fanerade och
massiva, ar kansliga for vatska. Speciellt
kansliga ar de mobler som ar oljade —
traets fiber kan resa sig vid kontakt med
vatten. Ytan kanns dé strav.

Oljebehandlade tramébler Vid regel-
bunden skotsel: torka forst med fuktig trasa
och sedan torrt med torr trasa. Anvand
inte starka rengdringsmedel. 1-2 ggr per
ar (eller om repa eller hack uppkommit)
bor mobeln oljas in med linolja och slipas
med fint sandpapper (nr 240) i tréets
langdriktning. Efter en liten stund torkas
overflodig olja bort. Polera sedan torrt med
en bomullstrasa som inte luddar av sig.
L&t mébeln torka minsti1-2 dygn. Tank pa
att trasor som ar indrankta i linolja latt kan
sjalvantanda.

Lackade tramdbler Varamoblerar lacka-
de tva ganger. Forst grundas mébeln med
en vattenbaserad lack. Darefter laggs en
topplack som ger en mer slitstark och talig
yta. En lackerad tréyta ar kénslig for varme
och fukt. Anvand garna underlagg till
muggar och tallrikar - och sjélvklart till
kastruller.Vid regelbunden skétsel torkas
mobeln med fuktig trasa och eventuellt

nagot milt rengéringsmedel. Torka sedan
med en torr trasa. Anvand inte skurpulver
eller andra medel som innehaller slipmed-
el, eftersom de kan repa ytan. Anvand inte
heller rengéringsmedel som innehaller
ammoniak.

Ytor belagda med laminat Vid regel-
bunden skétsel torkas ytan av med fuktig
trasa. Darefter eftertorkas ytan med ren,
torr trasa. Vatten tillsammans med ett s&
kallat allrengéringsmedel l6ser de flesta
flackar. Vid stark nedsmutsning kan fons-
terputsmedel anvandas. Repor kan upp-
komma aven pa laminat. Anvand dérfor
nagon typ av underlagg till muggar, krukor
och liknande.

Glasytor Glasskivornaivara bord ar av
hardat glas. Skivan ar slagtalig. Om den
trots detta gar sonder spricker hela glas-
kroppen i sma bitar — vilket minskar per-
sonskaderisken. Rengor glasskivan med
fonsterputs.

Hide, leather and wood are natural
materials. The colour samples in shops
are a guide to the choice of colours.
Remember that a particular nuance and
structure on the completed furniture item
can differ from the sample.

Wherever possible, it is advisable to pro-
tect your new furniture from strong sun-
light. Textiles, wood, leather and sheepskin
are all affected negatively by being in
direct sunlight. You should also keep your
furniture dust-free. Dust particles that are
not removed can act like sandpaper and
cause friction damage and unnecessary
wear and tear. Note that scratches show
up more clearly on dark and shiny surfaces
than on light, matt surfaces.

Below are recommendations although
unfortunately we can not guarantee the
result one hundred percent. If you are
thinking of using detergents, you should
initially check in a concealed area that
the detergent does not leave scratches
or marks.
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Upholstered furniture Vacuum the fur-
niture regularly. Stains on the furniture
should be treated immediately. Use kitchen
paper or something similar to soak up any
possible liquid.

Non-removable textile coverings First
try to remove stains on furniture with a cloth
or sponge that has been lightly moistened
in warm water — if the furniture is not
covered in linen or linen straps. Dab care-
fully and avoid soaking the material. If this
does not help, contact your retailer for
advice. Use kitchen paper to soak up any
possible liquid and contact your retailer
foradvice.

Webbing Swedese uses several different
types of webbing. For cotton and synthetic
webbing, see the advice on permanent
covering above.

Linen webbing Vacuum or brush the
furniture regularly. Furniture covered with
linen or linen straps is sensitive to water
and other liquids — permanent stains can
occur. If stains arise on the linen webbing,
contact your retailer for more advice.

Felt framework Form felt or couching felt,
that forms the framework of, for example,
Glove, is cleaned either by vacuuming the
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surface or by washing with a cloth, lightly
moistened in a solution of soap and water.
Soak up the superfluous liquid with a dry

cloth after treatment.

Leather Never place leather furniture
nearer than 30 cm from a radiator, norin
direct sunlight. Vacuum often with a soft
brush and clean exposed areas when ne-
cessary, such as armrests and headrests.
Water-dissolvable stains should be dabbed
gently and removed with household paper.
The best way to remove other stains is with
special leather cleanser. The furniture
should be impregnated a couple of times
per year with an impregnating agent —
especially if you have cleaned the leather.
You can buy an impregnating agent from
your retailer.

Sheepskin Vacuum your sheepskin
weekly. Stains are removed by carefully
dabbing with a moist cloth. Use a mild
liquid washing detergent, such as wool
shampoo, if necessary. Dab afterwards
with clean, warm water. Note that the
sheepskin on Lamino/Laminett should not
be soaked — the water could then dissolve
the glue that attaches the sheepskin to the
linen weave and the fabric can get stained.
A cleaned easy chair should dry in room
temperature and not be used while drying.

Removable covering There are washing
instructions sewn into all our removable
coverings. Follow these and stretch the
covering whilst wet. Be particularly careful
with the seams.

Wood furniture All our wood furniture,
veneered and solid, is sensitive to liquid.
Those furniture items that are oiled are
particularly sensitive — the wood fibre can
buckle on contact with water and the sur-
face then feels rough.

Oil-treated wood furniture For regular
care: first wipe with a damp cloth and then
with a dry cloth. Do not use abrasive clean-
sers. Once or twice a year or if scratches
or nicks appear, the furniture should be
oiled with linseed oil and sandpapered
with fine sandpaper (no. 240) lengthwise,
along the wood. After a short while, the
surplus oil is wiped off. Then polish with a
cotton cloth that does not leave particles.
Letthe furniture dry for at least 1-2 days.
Remember that cloths soaked in linseed
oil can easily self-ignite.

Varnished wood furniture Our furniture
is varnished twice. The first time the furni-
ture is primed with a water-based varnish.
Then atop varnish is applied that provides
amore hard-wearing and durable surface.

Avarnished wood surface is sensitive to
heat and damp, so use a stand for mugs,
plates and naturally saucepans. For regular
care, wipe the furniture with a damp cloth
and possibly a mild cleansing agent. Then
dry properly with a dry cloth. Do not use
scouring powders or other cleansers that
contain abrasives, as they can scratch the
surface. Nor should you use cleansing
agents that contain ammonia.

Laminated surfaces Forregular care,
wipe the surface with a damp cloth. Then
clean the surface with a clean, dry cloth.
Water used in conjunction with a so-called
all-purpose cleanser dissolves most stains.
If there is a good deal of dirt, then use
awindow cleanser. Scratches can also
appear on laminated surfaces. So use
some type of stand for mugs, plant pots
and similar items.

Glass surfaces Glass sheets in our tables
are of toughened glass. The sheets are
impact resistant. If however this breaks,
the entire glass part breaks up into small
pieces — which reduce the risk of personal
injury. Clean the glass tabletop with win-
dow-cleanser.
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
